NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the
Santa Margarita Water District that application be made to the California Department of
Water Resources to obtain a Stormwater Flood Management grant funding pursuant to
the Disaster Preparedness and Flood Prevention Bond Act of 2006 (Public Resources
Code Section 5096.800 et seq.), and to enter into an agreement to receive a grant for the
Gobernadora Multi-Purpose Basin Project.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that The Chief Engineer of the Santa
Margarita Water District is hereby authorized and directed to prepare the necessary
data, conduct investigations, file such application, and execute a grant agreement with
California Department of Water Resources.
